The calling system can place 1,000 emergency telephone calls every 60 seconds to residents and businesses in the area the missing person was last seen. It works in concert with the Amber Alert and other child safety programs around the country. This service is provided free to local law enforcement.

(CJS bill) 
	The ALERRT training center is located at Texas State in San Marcos. The program provides first responders with training on how to effectively respond to, address, and stop an active shooter.

	I Have a Dream Foundation

(CJS bill) 
	With 12 projects around Texas, this foundation seeks private sponsors to adopt at-risk classrooms or age groups from housing developments in low income areas to provide a comprehensive program from third grade through graduation. High school graduation rates for participants are 55% higher than their peers with similar backgrounds. Fort Worth’s participants include: Nash Elementary School, Ripley Arnold Housing, Butler Housing, Terrell Elementary, and Manuel Jara Elementary School.

	TRUCE Gang Prevention Program (YMCA of Metropolitan Fort Worth)

(CJS bill) 
	YMCA TRUCE (Together Reaching Unity Concerning Everyone) is a research-based curriculum implemented in after school programs, recreation centers, housing communities, and churches during school hours. TRUCE is a structured curriculum for 10-18 year-olds who have been identified as at-risk by school counselors/teachers. The curriculum includes gang intervention, decision making courses, life skills, job readiness, service learning projects, cultural awareness, adult mentoring, academic monitoring and tutorials.

	Women’s Center of Tarrant County

(CJS bill) 
	Funding will be used for infrastructure improvements including equipment, program curriculum, management system upgrades, and support for the volunteer program. The Women’s Center focuses on rape counseling and services, employment solutions and legal training for more than 90,000 people per year. The curriculum specializes in abuse prevention and victimization issues for law-enforcement, prosecutors, and grand jurors.

(E&W bill) 
	This funding will be used for pre-construction design activities and construction of a flood control bypass channel and related structures along the Clear Fork and West Fork of the Trinity River. The Central City River Project will contribute substantially to the stabilization, revitalization and quality of life of Fort Worth’s Central City.

	Farmers Branch

(E&W bill) 
	The Farmers Branch Project will provide needed flood control improvements in White Settlement, Texas. All structures on the properties would be purchased and demolished so that the long term plan of converting these properties into parks as was done along Marine Creek in north Fort Worth.

(Labor-H bill) 
	Funding will be used for the development of the MiHERO Center, which will facilitate research aimed at eliminating health disparities; mentor minority students and faculty to become health professionals; and facilitate outreach to the minority communities to enhance understanding and elimination of health disparities.

	Community Learning Center

(Labor-H bill) 
	The funding will be used to continue and expand a proven industry-led aerospace workforce development training program. The Community Learning Center’s Aerospace Industry Training Partnership (AITP) program addresses the immediate and increasing need for aerospace workers with high technology aerospace skills within the North Central Texas aerospace industry through the training and employment of dislocated, underemployed and unemployed workers and the retraining, retention, and advancement of incumbent workers.

	Cook Children’s Medical Center

(Labor-H bill) 
	This funding is needed to purchase new equipment, retrofit existing equipment and renovate the existing neurosurgical area at Cook Children’s Medical Center in Fort Worth, Texas. Intraoperative magnetic resonance imaging (iMRI) and neuronavigational capabilities will offer young patients with brain tumors and epilepsy improved diagnostic services, enhanced surgical treatments, reduced likelihood of multiple surgeries, and greater protection of the brain’s eloquent structures. Additionally, this new technology may allow for the treatment of children with head injuries, autism, movement disorders, hydrocephalus, among other diseases.
